Someone said unplug the cluster and reconnect, did this and you can see from my log [email] there was a change, but no opinion on my part as to why, how or what. just have not run it enuf after repluging. It seems that 9-10 miles puts batt at 90% [newer batteries] and "gas gage" at 3 [1 being at the left or low, 8 being full] there was someone else that indicated 10 miles and gage at 3.

[4.13]I have also noted that running the bom a short distance [2-5mi] right after charging the battery gage resets when making a 2nd run within a short time [5-10min]

"The bombardier Nev [at this point] is getting to be a collectable and orig parts are limited so some time in the future a conversion of some type may be necessary.
Anyway 1st I think you have to take a look at your own personal usage of the cart, “and if it ain’t broke don”t fix it".

Right next to the molex, there is another 4 pin plug, it is the service plug, you'll notice there are 2 wires in it jumped out across the back. Connect either of these to the opposite plug will either reset the dash module, or put you in service mode, you'll know you're in service mode when the charge left gauge changes from showing a full charge to a solid dot on full and half empty. The wire color to jump is in the book, I'll look it up later.

Got the rental programmer the other day and between the four Bomb's in our neighborhood got 3 of them (later models) to this point:
All top speed at 33-34MPH- just maxed out the programmer to 100%
Checked cruise amperage and runs 60-70% once you get up to speed.
Dropped Braking to 10. Might be able to run that up a bit more
Dropped acceleration rate to 0 on one and .2 on another so as to avoid 'clunking'.

The oldest of the Bombs will not connect to the Programmer properly "Error Communiting with Controller" comes up and the menu is limited. Think we have to figure out the jumper to get into the service mode on this on. The later model Bombs did not need any jumper.

The addition of 7 MPH is really nice.

The older bombs can be put in service mode with the black 4 pin connector under cup holder, lower left right by molex connector . 2 wires are already connected together, connect 1 of those to one of the other individual wires, one "jump" will reset cluster, the other puts it in service mode, you will know by fuel gauge having an odd dot lit up.
If I remember right, you had to put the bomb into service mode before you connect the programmer, it will not connect to the controller if already plugged in, I think it was, key on, jump to service mode, then connect programmer, mine is made in July 98. It also might have been connect service mode jumpers, then key on, then programmer. I remember having issues getting it to connect also..

The plug you are looking for is under the center of the dash. On the early dash, lift out the 4 cup holder and look under it. If I remember, it's a white plastic plug that is square with 4? wires. On the 2000 models, remove the dash insert that looks like where a radio should go.
We have three Bombardier's in our retirement community and the three of us rented the controller for $30 for a month and "tweeked" our cars. When you run the speed up on the the controller, the controller will tell you that 27 is as high as it will go. This is not the case in reality. All three of our cars now go 35 mph with a full charge. Lots more fun and well worth the effort. I can send you a picture of the plug if you can't find it.

Question…The other more painful issue is the cart stops randomly. You can try to put it into drive but it doesn't even show up on the dash. It will show R for reverse at that point when you turn the key but won't go in reverse either. May be two separate issues? Just waiting and messing with the key seems to get it going again (randomly)…

Answer…."It will show R" ???? my bom has several micro lever switches....make sure they are not loose and make sure the key sw lines up with the decal on the dash….

"cart stops randomly" check to make sure the break pedal is returning all the way.

Result….The issue with it just stopping was fixed so far with a good cleaning of the ignition contacts with CRC spray lubricant and compressed air. It was not making good contact in the "D" position and "N".

Comment….good observation and fix....although these micro switches are "semi sealed" and this is a clean area, I would not have considered this., but in my last life I have seen this type of switch completely packed with fine dust/dirt. [I am assuming your model has the micro stacked key assembly]
